Minutes
1. Call to Order: Time: 8:50 PM

2. Approval of April1, 2007 Minutes

· Minutes were approved with corrections
3. District 28 Tournament Hosting 
· District 28 desires to have all tournament games on fields with lights.  They have asked KAU if it is interested in hosting a tournament.
· Discussion on the commitment needed by the League to host a tournament, and need to appoint a Tournament Director.
· Due to lack of interest in fulfilling commitments, KAU will not offer to host a tournament.

4. Audit Report Progress
· Terry provided a status report on how each of the findings/recommendations in the audit report are being addressed.
· Terry will prepare a written report for the Board’s review
5. NVF Field sale status 
· Recent information indicates the imminent sale of the NVF property.
· Sandi and Steve Witsil attended the KCSD meeting this evening to request their support in KAU’s quest to keep the baseball field untouched by the development, since the school district teams use it also.
· A potential buyer has been identified and is performing due diligence.  Preliminary discussions indicate the baseball field will not be allowed to remain.
· Best available information is that KAU will have use of the field for the remainder of the 2007 season and possibly the 2008 season while regulatory approvals for the property are obtained.

· KAU received a legal Notice from the Bankruptcy Court related to a “Notice of hearing to consider approval of disclosure statement”, which is a normal step in a Chapter 11 reorganization.  The Notice allows parties who feel they have an equity or debt interest in the company/property to provide information to the Bankruptcy Court for consideration in their decision to allow the sale of the property (the Bankruptcy Court is charged with obtaining the highest possible sale price of the property to allow repayment of creditors of NVF).  Responses to the Notice are due April 24, 2007.

· Discussion that this “Notice” should be reviewed by a bankruptcy attorney and a real estate attorney to obtain an opinion on whether KAU has “standing” in the property.  The Board agreed to proceed with a review, with KAU members identifying that they could have this review done at no cost to the League.  If, after the review is finished and KAU feels it does have standing, then it would have to hire an attorney to represent it.
